The Sudbury East Community Health Centre (SECHC) serves all three municipalities in the region of Warren, St. Charles and French River. The SECHC works within a multidisciplinary context, which includes nurse practitioners, community health nurses, community health officers, a social worker, nutritionist, health promotion officer as well as consulting Family Physicians, all fully supported by medical secretaries and competent administrative staff.
