Two reasons for collecting data:
Case management Aggregate data reporting

Survey participants:
People experiencing or at imminent risk of homelessness

292 completed surveys
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35% * (100 people) were experiencing high acuity

43% * (125 people) experiencing chronic homelessness

22% * self-identified aboriginal ancestry

* participants visited the emergency department

= 478 times in the past year
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Information from Registry Week has provided a better
understanding of homelessness across Simcoe County

Housing First helps the most vulnerable people experiencing
homelessness (high acuity and/or chronic homelessness) by
providing housing, then additional supports and services

Average Monthly Cost of housing someone while homeless:
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$1,932 $4,333 $10,900 $701 $199%
